‘Shuffle’ Up and Throw

The Shuffle

Experiment in FUN!

OK, what exactly is The Shuffle?

This particular tournament has been in The Circuit's arsenal
for quite some time. As a matter of fact, it has been used in
the past very successfully and brought a LOT of Excitement
to just about everyone involved. Those that didn’t care for it;
seemed to have NO spirit of adventure and for at least that
tourney LOST the JOY of the GAME, itself. They couldn’t
handle the different partner every time thing. Hopefully, most
of you will be intrigued and find it refreshing to try something
else instead of the same ole thing and PLAY for
ENJOYMENT of Darts.

In ‘The Shuffle’ we change partners after EVERY FULL
ROUND of PLAY (not including prelims).

Here is how it’ supposed to work?

We start with the usual Modified Blind-DRAW. We maintain
the Modified Blind-DRAW throughout the whole
tournament. We then play any preliminary rounds necessary
to get us to even brackets (preliminary rounds will play with
the same player twice in a row.) Once everyone has played
at least ONE time with their original partner and we have
achieved even brackets, we then RE-DRAW. both the
Winner's (WB) & Loser's (LB) brackets

Sunday, October 5" — 2:00 pm

Here is how it’ supposed to work, con’t.

If, you are in the WB you will have a NEW partner FROM
the WB with whom to play your next match. You may even
end up playing against the partner you just played with or
possibly drawing them again.

If in the LB, you would play your next match with a different
person who also lost their first match. Yes, you could end up
playing against your first partner or heaven forbid (/o) you
draw the same person again.

It is possible to draw the same player twice in a row. LUCK
of the DRAW, you know. How lucky are you? The closer you
get to the finals, the greater the chances of this happening.
So, be prepared for it. It is a possibility. However, in most
cases unless you were in a preliminary bracket, you would
more than likely have a different partner before you played
your next match.

As the tournament progresses we continue to RE-DRAW
each bracket at the completion of each full ROUND and
before anyone plays another match. We maintain the
Modified Blind-DRAW throughout the whole tournament.

We will continue to RE-Draw partners all the way to the
end, including a RE-DRAW just before we play the
FINAL MATCH.

The Format is TWO out of THREE games in the Winner's
Bracket (601 SS/DO, Cricket, Bull"s Choice) & One Game in
the Loser"s Bracket (Bull"'s Choice)

The Finals will be Three out of Five games. (501,
Cricket, BC, 501, Cricket)

Pay - Out FUNDS,
Where From?

The funds ADDED to this EVENT that are used for
payouts, chalker prizes and awards are generated during
the six-month season through “player participation”. The
total number of nightly Circuit tournaments held and the
participation funds from the DQSL (Dartistry Qualifying
Satellite Location) program provide a LARGE Payout
Fund for this semi-annual event. The more weekly
tourneys plus the greater participation levels at these
tourneys and at the DQSL locations = MORE $$8$.

A players entry fee into a Circuit tournament
automatically includes $1 that is applied to these funds.
Also, at least $10 is subtracted from the overall payout
funds of each NIGHTLY tournament. At the DQSL
tourneys, the players pay a $1 and the sponsoring club
adds a matching $1. All funds are applied to the
season-end Dartistry Championships.

Without these funds being held in reserve, this season-
end event in its current form would not exist.  This
overall ‘Program’ was developed in order bring to the
DFW Metroplex a few more LARGER EXCITING DART
TOURNAMENTS

With the qualification process, only those players who
have made a TIME & FINANCIAL commitment to ‘The
Circuit and the DARTISTRY CHAMPIONSHIPS can
participate. It is hoped that the players appreciate the
Circuit’s effort to constantly increase the Dartistry payout
funds and FUN at these events by continuing to support
the nightly tournaments, the DQSL tourneys, and any
special seasonal events provided.



Pay - Outs,
How determined?

Since, the amount of funds VARY every Six-
months, as does the participation at the nightly
tournaments, the Pay-Outs are determined based
on estimates of how much money will be collected
during the current season and at the event, itself.

Step 1. After thirteen weeks of this season a weekly average
of ACTUAL funds collected is determined. This average is
multiplied by the remaining weeks in the season and these
‘estimated” funds are then added to the “actual’ funds
collected to determine the estimated TOTAL amount of
Funds that should be available for the season-end Dartistry
Championships.

Estimate:  After the first (13) weeks, a total of $2,370 was
collected for use toward the Dartistry. That averaged out to $182
per week. Multiplying $182 times the remaining 13 weeks equaled
another $2,366. Total estimated funds = $4,736 by the end of
season

Normally, there would be funds subtracted from this pool
that would be used for some MID-Season $300 to $500
ADD Dartistry Warm-Up Tournaments (2”“' Dimension).
However, this season we have a CORPORATE
SPONSOR - JAMESON IRISH WHISKEY who
has put up ALL the FUNDS for these EVENTS. See
Inside cover story for complete details. Therefore, we only
have to subtract around $736 for Chalker Prizes, Promotion,
tourney awards, and misc. expenses leaving an
estimated $4,000 available for the tourney

payout.

Step 2. An est. number of players per tournament is
determined (based on the previous seasons’ participation)
and multiplied by $15 to acquire the estimated $$ added to
the payout from ‘Entry Fees’.

Modified Blind Draw = 64
Men’s Blind Draw = 44, Ladies BD = 20,
Modified CRICKET Blind-Draw = 64
Modified SHUFFLE Blind-Draw = 64
Total = 256 or $3,840.

Step 3. Due to the “Participation Reward Program”,
losts of the players will have prepaid some or all of their
entry fees (using that $1 per tourney) during the season.
So, a guestimate of ‘less funds’ paid at the event has to be
subtracted from the estimated total available funds in order
to determine a satisfactory (where PSP doesn't lose
money) guaranteed Pay-Out per tourney.

During this 32 Dartistry season there has been a LARGE
drop in participation due to NEW CITY ORDINANCES & a
$4.00 per gallon price of gas. The estimated Reward
Credits earned should be around 1,200 with only an
estimated $840 used during the event.

$3,840 minus $840 = $3,000 collected during the event.

$4,000 + $3,000 = $7,000
This does not include Chalker Prizes & Side Pots

Any additional player participation $$ over the above estimates
will be used by PSP to offset this event’s expenses and/or be
carried over into next season.

Estimated total cash paid including
side pots of $1200 & $300 in Chalker Prizes

should exceed = $8 ° 5 0 0+



What is the
DQSL Program?

The ‘Dartistry Qualification Satellite Location’
Program is the newest promotional campaign
established by Pub Sports Promotions about 4
seasons, ago at only one club, Drinks Saloon, as a
TEST and a favor for its regular Friday & Saturday
night dart players. IT WORKED! Since, then it
has continued to grow at a very exciting rate and
NOW is being offered to NON-sponsoring Circuit
clubs, as well, in order to reach and hopefully
excite more players to Qualify for and play in ‘The
DFW Dartistry Championships’ each season.

The DQSL program can be used by ANY CLUB in
Texas and surrounding area holding REGULAR
WEEKLY Dart tournaments (Steel-tip or Soft-tip)
that agrees to offer their players a chance to
QUALIFY for the Dartistry by matching each
participating players’ $1.00 entry fee with their own
for a total of $2 each. The club must also arrange
for the necessary tournament info & player results
{forms provided) to be sent to PSP (along with
funds) for posting on ‘The Circuit's’ website in
order to keep track of player qualification stats.

This program allows for expansion outside of
Dallas, while at the same time insuring that ONLY
those players who have made a commitment of
TIME & FUNDS to the Dartistry are eligible to play.

We Had Twelve
Jameson Irish Whiskey
Special Event Tournaments?

Last March JAMESON IRISH WHISKEY
approached ‘The Circuit’ with the intent of helping
to promote ‘The Sport of Darts’ in the DFW
Metroplex and using ‘The Circuit’ as their means to
accomplish this. They agreed to ADD $5,000 total
to TWELVE different Special Event Tournaments
during this 13™ Dartistry season. Many of you
have participated in one or more of these events
and hopefully have enjoyed both playing in the
tourneys and drinking Jameson Irish Whiskey.

These Twelve Events were held on Saturday &
Sunday afternoon and were exclusively sponsored
by Jameson with them adding $300 to $500 per
event. We averaged around 56 players at each
tournament with over 400 different people
participating in at least one Jameson IW event

. Jameson’s sponsorship has opened ideas
and opportunities for this type of corporate
sponsorship to continue and hopefully
increase during these next few years. Stay
with us, and keep playing.
